 During a ceremony in the Ministry of Water and Irrigation the Manage-
ment Consultant Contract for support of WAJ’s Northern Governorate 
Administration (NGWA) has been signed by H.E. the Minister, the Secretary 
General of WAJ and representatives of the Consultant’s consortium (Severn 
Trent Water Int’l/CEC). The consultant will assume his responsibilities by May 
1st for a period of 3 years which aim at:

• Improving the water and wastwater services to the customers in the 
Northern Governorates,

• Reducing the non-revenue water quantities to a level that clearly reflects 
the scarcity of the resources,

• Improving the financial position of NGWA through cost efficiencies and 
improved management, providing eventually the foundation for sustainable 
operational and business effectiveness that shall enable NGWA to oper-
ate as an Operating Company under the Companies Law.

The contract is co-financed with EUR 3 m by the German KfW Develop-
ment Bank which further provides funds of EUR 40.6 m for water loss reduc-
tion programmes in the project area.

These improvement projects are supervised and monitored by the 
Programme Management Unit (PMU) and will also contribute to the perfor-
mance indicator and benchmarking system which is currently in its establish-
ment phase by PMU.
